Language rich

help develop important communication skills.

M otivational

Our curriculum supports the children to become independent and
motivated learners with a sense of awe and wonder for the wider
world around them. Through high quality interactions practitioners
support children to look into what they are curious about and what
fascinates them thus motivating them to find out more.

Engaging

The EYFS curriculum has been designed to be hands on, play
based and active. The children are supported to follow their own
interests, and this keeps them engaged with their learning and
feeds their natural curiosity.

Leaders

In the EYFS children are encouraged to lead their own learning
and follow their own ideas where appropriate. Children foster a
sense of responsibility by carrying out tasks such as being the
classroom monitor or the milk monitor.

Independence is a fundamental aspect of child-centred

learning within our EYFS curriculum. At Limehurst we feel that the
ability to think, explore, and act independently is a vital skill for
children’s cognitive, emotional, and social development. This
involves allowing children to make choices, take risks, and learn
from their experiences in the early years.
